However I am prepared to submit my candidature as member of the Steering Committee to assure continuity in the leadership of the network.

This nomination letter shall contain (1) a statement indicating that the nominee is willing to carry out in person the mandate for which he/she is proposed and (2) a short CV of the candidate(s). The envelopes will be opened during the meeting of the Steering Committee on September 21st, 2007. The Steering Committee will control that the candidatures are in conformity with the statutes and draw up a list of candidates. The Steering Committee will circulate the list of candidates to the members of the Association in the last week of September.
