The Document and Publication Repository of Humboldt-University Berlin – an example for the DINI certificate for digital repositories
Since 1997 in Germany different kinds of digital repositories have been set up. Edoc, the document and publication repository of Humboldt-University Berlin was one of them.  Since April 2004 it holds the  DINI Certificate for Document and Publication Repositories. 

In 2003, with this certificate DINI – the Deutsche Initiative für Netzwerkinformation (German Initiative for Networked Information) introduced quality control for servers by defining minimum standards and recommendations for the first time. A set of minimum requirements of a repository and its operator mandatory for modern scholarly communication has been formulated. At the same time DINI makes recommendations highlighting foreseeable developments that might turn into future requirements.

With this initiative  DINI supports the development of digital repositories to reach a higher level of scientific and scholarly communication nationwide and internationally. To reach this goal it is necessary to network document and publication repositories. A network of local publications would complement the dominant (commercial) publications through publishing houses. This network may therefore also function as a regulating body against the monopolistic tendencies in scholarly publishing.

Recommendations aim at:

· Server Policy

· Author Support

· Legal Aspects

· Authenticity and Data Integrity

· Indexing (Subject indexing 6, Export of Metadata, Interfaces)

· Logs and Statistics

· Long-term Availability

This talk will illustrate the specific features of Humboldt- Universities edoc Server and match those against the demand of the certificate. Especially the philosophy for long term preservation of documents using an XML-based approach and the author’s support necessary for that will be discussed.
