The Universidade de Lisboa is a public, comprehensive University that provides solid education inspired by competitive research and a commitment to serving the community. Teaching, science and technology and innovation are central landmarks within the Universidade de Lisboa’s mission. Our University invests in the cultural, artistic, scientific and technological heritage of the academy, consolidating talents and enhancing their integration into society. Aware of the role that Universities play in employability issues, for the academic year 2010/11 the Universidade de Lisboa has undertaken a new project in the framework of Lifelong Learning Programme / Erasmus Action: The formation of an Erasmus Consortium for students’ placements. The project was submitted in the early 2010, and has now been officially approved by the Portuguese National Agency for the Lifelong Learning Programme, with the classification of “Very Good” and will consequently receive a Certification of Quality of Erasmus Professional Placements.

The Consortium has been named UL Erasmus Training Network (UL-ETN), and has a wide dimension, covering the university’s strategic areas: Arts and Humanities, Health Sciences, Science and Technology, Law and Finances, and Social Sciences. 

The members of the consortium will be officially recognised in the certificate, and will have an active role in preparing our students to the labour market, by: 

1. receiving students for placements from 3 to 12 months;

2. collaborate with the university in designing adequate profiles of trainees;

3. collaborate with the university in workshops, conferences, intensive days and other activities related to the consortium;

There is still a possibility for foreign universities to join the Consortium. And this will be an opportunity for:

1. allocate placements to your students in our local partners;

2. provide the students the possibility of using the university facilities (canteens, libraries, computer rooms);

As a counterpart, European universities would facilitate the same services to our students: provide suitable enterprises for placements; provide access to the university facilities.

The consortium is presently constituted by the following partners:

· University of Southern Denmark, Denmark (University)

· Miranda Correia Amendoeira & Associados, Portugal (Law Firm)

· Centro Naval de Ensino à Distância (CNED), Portugal (Education and Training, Public Institution) 

· Université de Montpellier 1 – Faculté de Médecine, France (University)

· Hospital del Mar, Spain (Hospital)

But we can still accept to new incomes, not only enterprises and companies but also universities.

Entering the UL Erasmus Training Network (UL-ETN) is the opportunity to:

1. be a partner of the First Erasmus Placement Consortium in Lisbon city; 

2. granting access to a network of important institutions from different European countries and with various backgrounds (from universities, to multinationals or even local associations); 
3. being part of a dynamic European challenge 
4. contribute actively to the learning and training process of our students.  
A launching Ceremony will be organised in the last semester of 2010, to promote the network within the partners.
