Wendy Davies – Brief Biography
Wendy Davies, a Fellow of the British Academy, is Professor of History and Pro-Provost for European Affairs at UCL (University College London). As an academic she teaches medieval history and has written books and papers on Welsh, Breton, Irish, Scottish and Spanish social and economic history (including on the forgery of medieval charters); she has also done much archaeological fieldwork on Breton land-use in the historic period. Her current research focusses on northern Spain. As Pro-Provost she co-ordinates UCL policy on European matters and advises the Provost and Vice-Provost (International) on developments in European Higher Education. She has been much occupied with Bologna Process issues in recent years and is a member of the UK Team of Bologna Promoters, having previously served on the EUA Bologna Promoters Group.
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
