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Professor of Forensic Science at the University of Lausanne, Pierre Margot obtained his first degree in Lausanne, in forensic science with a major emphasis on questioned document examination. Pursuing his studies in Glasgow (Strathclyde University) he obtained a MSc and a PhD in forensic science before conducting research in the USA (Salt Lake City), back in Switzerland (Federal Institute of Technology, Lausanne) and then directing a research team at the Australian National University in Canberra. This led him to develop analytical methodologies in toxicology, pharmaceutical products and new means of detecting fingemarks.
