China
The landscape of Chinese education has undergone considerable change over the past 40 years. Following the end of the Cultural Revolution and the reestablishment of state education China has continually evolved the form of its education system to meet the challenges of each decade.

The 1980’s saw the movement away from as Soviet Education structure that reflected an over reliance on heavy industry and in the context of world education was out of date and harder to fund. The reforms saw a radical reduction in the numbers of tertiary institutions and an increase in the size of existing ones. It also saw the implementation of a successful campaign to reduce illiteracy and provide training and education for an adult population that had missed out as a result of the Cultural Revolution.

Further changes to the education systems and seen the emphasis shift towards quality and putting Chinese universities on the international stage. The 211 and particularly the 985 projects will create a top tier of institutions to revival the best institutions in the world in terms of both funding and quality. China is has a rapidly developing economy but to accompany this economic development the education system is undergoing similar redevelopment and change.
