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Island of Lokrum

[image: image2.png]Lokrum is a small eternally green island situated only few miles from Dubrovnik. It was first mentioned in 1023, in connection with founding of the Benedictine abbey. The name of the island itself shows that plants were brought to the island from all corners of the world even in ancient times (the word Lokrum is derived from the Latin word acrumen – bitter fruit). The founding of a Botanical Garden continued the tradition of planting exotic plants, most of them originating from Australia and South America, particularly the numerous eucalyptus and other succulent plants. Due to its exceptional beauty the island was proclaimed a National Park. 
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Cavtat
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Cavtat is the small medieval town, once the site of the ancient Greek settlement, located between the City of Dubrovnik on one side and beautiful Konavle countryside on the other. Its scenery, the rich cultural and historical heritage makes Cavtat one of the most attractive destinations on the Adriatic coast. One can still feel the spirit of the past time and experience the centuries old tradition of our ancestors. It is lovely to enjoy the hidden coves at peace and take long walks at the seaside.
