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European Coal and Steel Community (1951)

• Six European countries decided to pool their 
resources in the coal and steel sector, traditional 
drivers of the war machine, and to create an 
international organisation to manage peaceful 
use of these resources. In Paris on 18 April 1951 
Belgium, France, Germany, Italy, Luxembourg and 
the Netherlands signed the European Coal and 
Steel Community (ECSC) Treaty.
